Review of Indian Restaurant – Bilash -  Builth Wells

One evening went to the Spar in the High Street and then decided to eat at the Greyhound. Unfortunately all the tables were reserved – a lesson to all there!

When we were at the supermarket we walked passed an Indian restaurant so we decided to go back there.

The service was attentive, the menu extensive.  Lots of standard dishes plus some interesting specials.  

We had a prawn puree to start with – cooked to perfection.  When the nan bread arrived it was obvious that the portions were going to be fresh and large, the bread was so tasty.

The main meal curries were slightly different from normal, with individual textures and gentle mixes of spices and herbs.  We had a chicken korma – much more creamy than usual.  A mixed chicken and prawn dish and a Bilash special.  All very tasty.  We even had chips!

Prices were reasonable- especially if you choose the standard dishes.  A take away service was available too.

Definitely a recommendation especially if you are hungry.
